  	County Engineer’s Report:   
Palomino Drive Bridge – Road was opened to all traffic on June 16, 2025. Will complete the oil and chipping of the road later this summer.
Otterville Road Resurfacing from Town of Otterville to IL Route 3 – Contractor has made excellent progress. Has milled the existing road surface, installed the asphalt binder course, installed the 4-foot-wide shoulder, miscellaneous work has been completed with the hope of installing the asphalt surface course the week of July 21st. After that, all that is remaining is seeding, rumble strips, pavement striping and road signs.
